Dave Gregory (34) is proceeding with a
variety of walking canes made with oak wood handles. Bob Kehl (121) continues to work on
his dancing couple and a new project, a whimsical house, in cottonwood bark. John Slade
(34) is carving several polar bears for gifts for his wife.
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Featured, this month is a picture of Bob
suggests, the project is made completely of Manzanita wood. This is a very hard wood to
carve and requires a careful approach to prevent checking, but the finished wood presents a
very beautiful color and grain. Bob's approach on this project was to rough out the basic
shape and store the project in wet towels as he continued carving until the wood stabilized.
The Hummer is in a stylized form to show off the dark red grain. Bob carved the flower using
the outside of the tree or sap wood to bring in a white tip to each petal and to the various
center parts.

We still meet weekly on Tuesday from 9am-4pm at the Pleasanton Senior Center Wood
Shop. This group is open to all interested in learning & participating in the art of wood
carving, whether experienced or a beginner. Remember, no experience is necessary to learn
how to carve. We will get you started with safety and easy to do projects and progress from
there.
